INTRODUCTION: 

This whole chapter is devoted to the sermon preached by Stephen before the Jewish council 

It is the third Gospel message recorded in the Book of Acts 

The others are found in Acts 2:14-40 preached by Peter on Pentecost and Acts 3:12-26 again preached by Peter after the healing of the lame man at the Temple gate 
In addition to being a wonderful account of the boldness of Stephen, this sermon provides a survey of Israel’s OT history

It is a key chapter in the Word of God 

~~~OPENING PRAYER~~~
I. THE SETTING FOR THE SERMON – v.6:12; 7:1 
This great message was preached in the “lion’s den” 

I Peter 5:8 – “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:” 
Stephen was before the Sanhedrin Council, the Jewish ruling body of Israel 

A. The Reason Stephen was there: 

                                                                                                                        Stephen’s ministry had enraged many of the Religious Jews, who in turn stirred up the common people and employed false witnesses against him 

Let’s look back at Acts 6:11-14 - (
1. Stephen was accused of blasphemy in v.13 of chp. 6 and sedition in v.14 

Historically Baptist have been accused of the same, because of our stand on regenerated and voluntary church membership (soul liberty) 
These doctrines strike at the heart of the religionist who 

believe in a church-state society (forced religion) 
2. Times of blessing and growth are often accompanied by times of trial – 

Both in our personal lives and our churches life (Acts 6:7) 
B. The Question of the High Priest – v.1 
The high priest was a man named Annas (Acts 4:6) 

He was the father-in-law of Caiaphas                                                (John 18:13, 24; Luke 3:2) 

Both of these men were involved in the death of the Lord Jesus Christ 

Annas was also very involved in attempting to suppress the church at Jerusalem  

(Acts 4:6; 5:17, 21, 24, 27) 

It is before these men and the rest of the council that we find Stephen being asked the question: 

V.1 –“… Are these things so?”
THE SETTING FOR THE SERMON

II. THE BODY OF THE SERMON – vs. 2-50

Stephen preaches the Word  
II Timothy 4:2 – “Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine.” 

The theme to Stephen’s Message is found in v.51b 

“Ye stiffnecked and uncircumcised in heart and ears, ye do always resist the Holy Ghost: as your fathers did, so do ye.”

His sermon covered just about the entire OT, which God used to bring great conviction in the hearts of this religious crowd 

This passage is both a valuable addition to the OT narrative and a concise survey of Israel’s history 

One of the “Laws of Teaching” is that the teacher must go from the known to the unknown 

Stephen begins with what they already knew (the Patriarchs & Moses & the Covenants) and brings them to the Unknown (The New Covenant)  
Let’s look at this great message: 
A. Abraham – vs. 2-7 
The first part of Stephen’s message covered events recorded in Genesis 11:31 – 20:18 

1. v. 2 - Abraham’s Past  

Genesis 11:31- “And Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran his son's son, and Sarai his daughter in law, his son Abram's wife; and they went forth with them from Ur of the Chaldees, to go into the land of Canaan; and they came unto Haran, and dwelt there.” 

2. v. 3 – Abraham’s Call 

Genesis 12:1 – “Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:” 
3. v. 4 – Abraham’s Journey 

Charran (Haran) was about halfway between Ur and the Promised Land 

Abram stopped at Haran until his father (Terah) had died 

4. vs. 5-7 – The Abrahamic Covenant 

The Abrahamic Covenant is an Unconditional covenant in which the Lord promised Abraham (and his descendants):

( A SEED – This would be both an earthly seed and a spiritual seed  
Genesis 22:17 – “That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;”

Galatians 3:6, 7, 29 – “Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.” 
7 “Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham.” 

“And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.”

( A LAND – The conditions upon which Israel would enjoy the land were later spelled out in the Palestinian covenant 

Genesis 13:15 – “For all the land which thou seest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed for ever.” 

( A THRONE – This provision of God’s covenant with Abraham would be detailed in the Davidic covenant 
Genesis 17:6 – “And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee.” 
(  A BLESSING 
- This provision was elaborated on in the New covenant, it would “spill over” to all nations 

Genesis 12:3 – “And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.” 

Truth: Stephen was pointing out through this section that Abraham had RESISTED God through his incomplete obedience! 

Genesis 12:1, 4; 11:31 
Stopping half way –11:31 & 12:1  
Taking other kindred – 12:4   
B. Isaac, Jacob, and the Patriarchs – vs. 8-16 
This part of Stephen’s sermon covered events recorded in Genesis 21-50 

1. The Line of Promise – v.8 

Abraham ( Isaac ( Jacob ( the 12 Patriarchs 

This is the earthly “seed” promise of the Abrahamic covenant 

The line doesn’t run through Ishmael or Esau 

2. Joseph in Egypt – vs. 9, 10 

The story of Joseph is a wonderful illustration of the Lord Jesus Christ – the beloved Son, obedient to the Father, despised and rejected by His own, patient in suffering, tempted yet without sinning, falsely accused, unjustly condemned, raised to glory, given a bride, exalted, given a Name, bringing the world into subjection, delivering His brethren, etc. 

3. Israel comes to Egypt – vs. 11-16 

Setting up the eventual supernatural deliverance by God  

Truth: Stephen was pointing out through this section that Joseph’s Family had RESISTED God through their rejection of God’s promises given to them 
C. Moses – vs. 17-44 
This part of Stephen’s sermon covers the record from Exodus through Deuteronomy 

1. Affliction in Egypt – vs. 17-19 
a. The Time of Promise – 

Genesis 15:13 – “And He said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred years;” 

God keeps accurate time 

                                                                                                   Notice that as the time grew near, the right ‘circumstances’ began to fall into place

i. This promise of 430 years extended from Abram’s departure from Haran and entrance into Canaan …

Genesis 12:4, 5 – “So Abram departed, as the LORD had spoken unto him; and Lot went with him: and Abram was seventy and five years old when he departed out of Haran.” 
5 “And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother's son, and all their substance that they had gathered, and the souls that they had gotten in Haran; and they went forth to go into the land of Canaan; and into the land of Canaan they came.” 

… to the departure of the children of Israel from Egypt 
Exodus 12:40, 41 – “Now the sojourning of the children of Israel, who dwelt in Egypt, was four hundred and thirty years.” 
41 “And it came to pass at the end of the four hundred and thirty years, even the selfsame day it came to pass, that all the hosts of the LORD went out from the land of Egypt.” 


According to Galatians 3:17, the parameters extend from the confirming of the Abrahamic covenant to the giving of the Law 

“And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before of God in Christ, the law, which was four hundred and thirty years after, cannot disannul, that it should make the promise of none effect.” 


                                                                                                      ii. These were 430 years of sojourning (no permanent dwelling place) 

Hebrews 11:8-16 - ( 


iii. Abraham’s SEED (beginning with Isaac’s weaning and the casting out of Ishmael) was afflicted in various ways for 400 years 

Acts 7:6 – “And God spake on this wise, That his seed should sojourn in a strange land; and that they should bring them into bondage, and entreat them evil four hundred years.” 

iv. The final 215 years of this time were spent in Egypt


b. A new Pharaoh – v.18 
Exodus 1:7, 8 – “And the children of Israel were fruitful, and increased abundantly, and multiplied, and waxed exceeding mighty; and the land was filled with them.” 

8 “Now there arose up a new king over Egypt, which knew not Joseph.” 

This was probably Pharaoh Ahmosis (or Amasis I c. 1570-1545 B.C.) last king of the 17th Dynasty (founder of the 18th) who expelled the friendlier former Pharaoh

c. The murderous plot – v. 19 

Exodus 1:9-22 

                                                                                                      Notice how the midwives feared God, and would not participate in any partial-birth abortions
2. The Birth and Early Life of Moses – vs. 20-22 

Exodus 2:1-10 - (
Hebrews 11:23 – “By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and they were not afraid of the king's commandment.” 
a. Amram and Jochebed’s Faith – they believed the promise of God given to Abraham, and that God had a special plan for their son (the meaning of a “goodly child”) They acted upon that belief 

b. God’s Deliverance - the name Moses means “rescued”

c. Moses’ Education – v. 22 of text 

(This information is additional to the OT narrative)

“And Moses was learned in all the wisdom of the Egyptians, and was mighty in words and in deeds.” 
Along with his fine education came: Hebrews 11:24-26
  i. Position: the “son of Pharaoh’s daughter”

 ii. Pleasures: the “pleasures of sin”


iii. Privilege: the “treasures in Egypt” 
                                                                                                                  3. Moses is Forced to Flee Egypt – vs. 23-29 

Exodus 2:11-15 - ( 

Two things to note here: 

a. At age 40, Moses made his choice – 

Hebrews 11:24, 25 – “By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter;” 
25 “Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;” 

The Bible says that it was “ByFaith” – meaning that he

believed God’s Word (the promises given to Abraham)

and acted upon them 

b. His actions, however, were “in the flesh” - 

Moses knew he was to be the deliverer of his people,

but he resorted to his own timing and methods to

accomplish it  - v. 25 of text 

It as be said that Moses spent: 
( 40 yrs in Egypt learning to be a “Somebody” 

( 40 yrs in Midian learning to be a “Nobody” 

( 40 yrs in Ministry learning to help “Everybody” 

4. Moses is Commissioned by God – vs. 30-34 

Exodus 2:16 – 13:19 - (
a. Exodus 3 - The Burning Bush 

The angel of the LORD was a theophany 
b. The revelation of the Name of God: 

i. Note the phrase “the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob” in Exodus 3:15   
This is the eternal Name of God, identifying Who He is

ii. The “I AM” of v.14 means “the self-existent One Who reveals Himself”  
It is the meaning of the Name “Jehovah” 

All that the Name Jesus means to us, Jehovah meant to Israel 

In fact, the NT teaches very clearly that Jesus is Jehovah – John 8:58 – 
“Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, ‘I AM’.” 

5. Moses is Rejected by his People – v.35 

Exodus 5: 15-23 - (
6. The Exodus from Egypt – v.36 

Exodus 7 -14; Hebrews 11:27-29 

7. Moses’ Prophecy of Christ – v. 37 (
                                                                                                            Deuteronomy 18:15 – “The LORD thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto Him ye shall hearken;” 
8. The Giving of the Law – v.38 

Exodus 19, 20 

a. The Law was spoken of angel – 

Hebrews 2:2 – “For if the word spoken by angels was stedfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just recompence of reward;” 

Galatians 3:19 – “Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.” 

Text v. 53 – “Who have received the law by the disposition of angels, and have not kept it.”

God’s Word is a supernatural Book, unlike any other 

b. The Law is a “living oracle” - text v. 38 
Romans 3:1, 2 – “What advantage then hath the Jew? or what profit is there of circumcision?” 
2 “Much every way: chiefly, because that unto them were committed the oracles of God.” 

The word “oracle” means “authoritative word”  
                                                                                                     The Word of God is – 

Living: 

I Peter 1:23 – “Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.” 

Hebrews 4:12 – “For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.” 

Life-giving:

John 6:63 – “It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.” 
c. A Church? – At this point in time the nation of Israel was properly called a “Church” (though NOT a NT Church) but one by definition – 

It was a very large called out assembly – yet: 

Local - Numbers 12:16 – “And afterward the people removed from Hazeroth, and pitched in the wilderness of Paran.” 
Visible – Numbers 22:41 – “And it came to pass on the morrow, that Balak took Balaam, and brought him  

up into the high places of Baal, that thence he might see the utmost part of the people.”
Organized – Numbers chapters 2 & 10 

However once they crossed over into Canaan and dispersed, they were no longer a church (congregation) but a nation  
9. Israel’s Apostasy – vs. 39-43 
Note the Apostasy – 

a. Began in the heart – v.39 

b. Manifested itself in an imaginary god – vs. 40, 41 

c. Resulted in a besetting sin – vs. 42, 43 

10. The Tabernacle in the Wilderness – v. 44 

Hebrews 8:5 – “Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern shewed to thee in the mount.” 

Truth: Stephen was pointing thru out this section that National Israel had resisted God through their acts of disobedience in the wilderness 
D. Joshua – v.45 
This part of Stephen’s sermon covers the record of the Books of Joshua and Judges 
Jesus is the Greek form of the Hebrew name “Joshua” 

The name means “Jehovah-Saviour” 

E. David – vs. 45, 46 
This part of Stephen’s sermon covers the record in the Books of Samuel 

F. Solomon – v. 47 
This part of Stephen’s sermon covers I Kings 7:12-9:1 and                II Chronicles 2:1-7:11 

G. God’s Dwelling Place – vs. 48-50 
Here Stephen transitions over to the NT teaching of our Saviour in John 4:20-24 by citing both the statement and prayer of Solomon found in II Chronicles 2:5, 6 and 6:18 respectively 

“And the house which I build is great: for great is our God above all gods.” 
6 “But who is able to build Him an house, seeing the heaven and heaven of heavens cannot contain Him? who am I then, that I should build Him an house, save only to burn sacrifice before Him?” 
“But will God in very deed dwell with men on the earth? behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house which I have built!” 

Solomon is referred to here as “the Prophet” an affirmation of the divine nature of his writings

III. THE APPLICATION OF THE SERMON – vs. 51-53

Stephen leveled a six-fold indictment against the Jews: 
A. v. 51a - They were Stiffnecked

This meant they were proud, and refused to bow their hearts to the Will and Word of God 

II Chronicles 30:8 – “Now be ye not stiffnecked, as your fathers were, but yield yourselves unto the LORD, and enter into His sanctuary, which He hath sanctified for ever: and serve the LORD your God, that the fierceness of His wrath may turn away from you.” 

B. v. 51a - They were Spiritually Uncircumcised

Spiritual circumcision is salvation – 

Colossians 2:11 – “In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ:” 

Deuteronomy 10:16 – “Circumcise therefore the foreskin of your heart, and be no more stiffnecked.”

The ears speak of faith – 

Romans 10:17 – “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” 
And out of the heart come the issues of life – 

Proverbs 4:23 – “Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life.” 

Mark 7:21-23 – “For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders,” 
22 “Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness:” 
23 “All these evil things come from within, and defile the man.” 

C. v.51b - They were Resisting the Holy Spirit

It is the Holy Spirit Who: 

( Brings conviction –  

John 16:8 – “And when He is come, He will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:” 

( Works Regeneration – 

John 6:63 – “It is the Spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.” 

( To resist Him is the unpardonable sin – 

Mark 3:29 – “But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of eternal damnation:” 

( It results in a hardened heart – 

Hebrews 3:7, 8 – “Wherefore (as the Holy Ghost saith, To day if ye will hear His voice,” 

“Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, in the day of temptation in the wilderness:” 

D. v. 52a - They had Killed the Prophets 

II Chronicles 36:15, 16 – “And the LORD God of their fathers sent to them by His messengers, rising up betimes, and sending; because He had compassion on His people, and on His dwelling place:” 
16 “But they mocked the messengers of God, and despised His Words, and misused His prophets, until the wrath of the LORD arose against His people, till there was no remedy.” 

Matthew 23:37 – “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not!” 

E. v.52b - They had Murdered the Son of God

Acts 3:13-15 – “The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, hath glorified his Son Jesus; 
whom ye delivered up, and denied him in the presence of Pilate, when he was determined to let him go.” 
14 “But ye denied the Holy One and the Just, and desired a murderer to be granted unto you;” 
15 “And killed the Prince of life, whom God hath raised from the dead; whereof we are witnesses.” 

Notice that Jesus Christ is referred to as the “Just One” – 

John 19:4, 6 – “Pilate therefore went forth again, and saith unto them, Behold, I bring him forth to you, that ye may know that I find no fault in him.” 

“When the chief priests therefore and officers saw him, they cried out, saying, Crucify him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, Take ye him, and crucify him: for I find no fault in him.”

II Corinthians 5:21 – “For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.” 

Hebrews 4:15 – “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.” 

Hebrews 7:26 – “For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens;” 

I Peter 3:18 – “For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:” 

F. v.53 - They had not Keep the Law 

Acts 7:38, 39 – “This is He, that was in the church in the wilderness with the angel which spake to him in the mount Sina, and with our fathers: who received the lively oracles to give unto us:” 
39 “To whom our fathers would not obey, but thrust him from them, and in their hearts turned back again into Egypt,”

IV. THE EFFECTS OF THE SERMON – vs. 54, 57

A. v. 54 - It Brought Conviction

This is the work of the Holy Spirit, and He works through Spirit filled people who preach the Spirit inspired Word 
Holy Ghost conviction will “Cut to the Heart” 

Acts 2:37 – “Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do?” 

Acts 9:5 – “And he said, Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said, I am Jesus whom thou persecutest: it is hard for thee to kick against the pricks.” 

Stephen’s listeners are a classic illustration of Hebrews 6:4-6 
V.4a – “were once enlightened,” – Their eyes are opened to the truth

V. 4b – “and have tasted of the heavenly gift,” – Salvation 

V.4c – “and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost,” – His convicting work 
V.5a – “And have tasted the good Word of God,” – Stephen preached it! 

V.5b – “and the powers of the world to come,” – God’s power 

V.6a – “If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance” 

V.6b – “seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.” 

They were intellectually convinced, but not spiritually committed 
They were convicted, but not converted 

Matthew 12:31, 32 – “Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.” 
32 “And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the 
Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come.” 
This response to the Gospel is also mentioned in –  

Hebrews 10:26-29 – “For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,” 
27 “But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries.” 
28 “He that despised Moses' law died without mercy under two or three witnesses:” 
29 “Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace?” 

If a man chooses to reject the Gospel, he sins willfully after receiving knowledge of the truth and there is no other Gospel to which to turn 

There is no other sacrifice for sins available 

It is Christ or nothing! 

Hebrews 10:38, 39 speaks of those who “draw back unto perdition” 

“Now the just shall live by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him” 
39 “But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul.” 

And those who “believe to the saving of the soul” 

Conviction requires a choice!!!

Hebrews 10:31 – “It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.” 

B. v.54 - It Created Wrath

A person under conviction of sin will be either mad or glad – 

He will resist the Gospel – to his peril 

Genesis 6:3 – “And the LORD said, My spirit shall not always strive with man, for that he also is flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years.” 
Or Submit to the righteousness of God 

Acts 16:30 – “And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?” 

C. v. 57 - It Brought Violence 

“Then they cried out with a loud voice, and stopped their ears, and ran upon him with one accord,”

V. THE RESULT OF THE SERMON – vs. 55-60

Stephen is martyred 
A. Stephen Looked to the LORD – v.55 
This verse shows us that even in our greatest trials, we can look to the Lord for grace 

Psalm 23:4, 5 – “Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.”

“Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over.” 

B. Why was Jesus Standing? 

Hebrews 10:12 tells us that Jesus is seated at the right hand of the Father

The question  has been asked: “Why was Jesus standing here?” 

In all probability it was an indication to Stephen that he would soon be with Him in glory – v. 56 

It gave Stephen the grace to endure a frightful death 
C. Introduction of Saul – v.58 
Saul was a zealous Pharisee in charge of the lynch mob 

Acts 8:1a – “And Saul was consenting unto his death. And at that time there was a great persecution against the church which was at Jerusalem;” 

Acts 22:20 – “And when the blood of thy martyr Stephen was shed, I also was standing by, and consenting unto his death, and kept the raiment of them that slew him.” 
It was the one sermon of Stephen’s that was used by God to bring deep conviction and, ultimately, salvation to Saul –
