THE TESTIMONY OF A FAITHFUL MINISTRY
DATE: 

TEXT: Acts 20:13-38
INTRODUCTION
In chapter 19 we read where Paul's ministry reached its climax in Ephesus 

God worked in a marvelous way! 

New converts actually forsook their past occult practices 
And in a public display - burned thousands of dollars worth of scrolls and magic charms 
Thus openly proclaiming their faith in the Lord Jesus 

Matthew 10:32 – “Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven” 

Ill.  “It is often noted, even today, by missionaries in such places as Haiti where voodoo is still practiced, that a private confession of faith is almost worthless, until the individual is willing to go to his home, bring out his occult objects, and openly and publicly destroy them.”

Paul  had made arrangements to leave 
But had to alter those plans due to the riot that broke out as a result of his preaching 
Once that riot had been quieted - Paul felt the Ephesian church was stable enough for him to leave 
So he departed to go into Macedonia (20:1) 
The new converts of chapter 19 wanted everyone to know they had been saved from the occult 
That is why they publicly burned all their occult objects  
Any time God does something in an extraordinary way …

We can rest assured Satan will try to undo what the Lord does  
The situation in chapter 19 is no exception 
After that great revival - Paul felt it was time to leave 
Paul traveled the area around the Aegean Sea on foot - continuing to strengthen the churches there 
Then finally heading back to Jerusalem in a round about way 

He spent some time in Corinth and then returned to pick up Luke in Philippi – finally stopping off in Troas for a week 
After which - traveling by ship landed in Miletus 

This is were we left off and will pick up tonight 

I. PAUL’S “JOURNEY” TO MILETUS – vs. 13-16 

A. The Boundless Energy of Paul – v.13
While Paul’s companions sailed from Troas to Assos – 

the apostle walked

This was a 20 mile journey (remember he hadn’t slept that night – vs. 7, 11)
Why did Paul walk?  

B. The Journey Outlined – vs. 14 -16 
In rejoining his party at Assos - they began a voyage down the western coast of the province of Asia 
They evidently were upon a coastal vessel making stops at various ports according to need and the hire of the passengers
They went from Assos to Mitylene, to Chios, to 

Samos, staying overnight at Trogylium, and finally arriving at Miletus 
Miletus was about thirty miles south of Ephesus 
Paul had determined not to stop in Ephesus for several reasons
First - It had only been a year since he had earlier left following the uproar of Demetrius 
He perhaps deemed it expedient not to return so soon thereafter 
Second - He was in somewhat of a hurry to reach Jerusalem with the offering they were carrying 
He also wanted to make it by Pentecost which was in late spring or earlier summer and that was only about a month away  

II. PAUL’S “MEETING” WITH THE PASTOR’S –vs. 17-32
Paul not wishing to make a return visit to Ephesus – now calls for the Pastors from the area around Ephesus to come to him – v.17    

Here they are referred to as “Elders”  

However, in v.28 - he refers to the same individuals as “overseers” (literally bishops)  

These were the pastors of the churches in the Ephesus area  
Their multiplicity stems from the fact:  
First - the church at Ephesus had grown significantly  
Secondly – in the earliest days of the church, congregations met in homes scattered across the city 
Though the church of the city was viewed as one  
The different congregations each had an elder/bishop otherwise known as a pastor 
How many were involved is not noted 
However – this group of spiritual leaders journeyed immediately to Miletus where Paul was at to meet with them 
Paul teaches them some very important truths here about the Ministry (4 things) 
A. Paul’s ‘Attitude about’ Ministry – vs. 18, 19, 26 
Attitude is key in the work of the Lord 

If we have a bad attitude – we’ll not be effective in our service 

The Apostle’s testimony is remarkable and challenging 

Paul exhibited: 

1. A Sense of Urgency – v.18a 

“Ye know, from the first day…” 

He “ceased not to teach and preach Jesus Christ” 

There was no lifestyle evangelism here! 

2. Constance  – v.18b (everlastingly at it) 
“…at all seasons…” 
II Timothy 4:2 – “Preach the Word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine” 

3. Faithful / Submission – v.19a 
“…serving the Lord…” 

Paul did what he did for Christ – not for men 

This makes all the difference 

Psalm 116:12 – “What shall I render unto the LORD for all His benefits toward me?” 

Ephesians 6:6, 7 – “Not with eyeservice, as menpleasers; but as the servants of Christ, doing the will of God from the heart;” 
”With good will doing service, as to the Lord, and not to men:” 

I Timothy 1:12-16

When the Lord first called the apostles He called them unto Himself – then made them fisher’s of men 

Matthew 4:19 – “And He saith unto them, Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men” 

4. Humility of Mind – v.19 

“…with all humility of mind…”

a. The mind is the control center of our life 

Proverbs 23:7a – “…For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he:” 

b.  Humility is the opposite of pride 
Humility is complete dependence on God 

James 4:6, 7a – “But He giveth more grace. Wherefore He saith, God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble” 
”Submit yourselves therefore to God…” 

c.  Many people today are not submitted to the Word of God 
5. Compassion –v.19 
“…and with many tears…” 

a.  Paul was broken hearted over the effects of sin and it’s consequences 

I Corinthians 2:1-4 

b.  Paul was also troubled by the false teaching that had come into the churches 

Philippians 3:18 – “(For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ:” 

6. Consistency – v.19
“…and temptations…” 

The Apostle was undaunted – despite the many circumstances he faced 
II Corinthians 6:4, 5 – “But in all things approving ourselves as the ministers of God, in much patience, in afflictions, in necessities, in distresses,” 
”In stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings;” 

II Corinthians 11:23-27 

7. Sense of Obligation – v.26 

Paul considered himself to be a debtor to those without Christ 

Romans 1:14, 15 – “I am debtor both to the Greeks, and to the Barbarians; both to the wise, and to the unwise” 
”So, as much as in me is, I am ready to preach the gospel to you that are at Rome also” 

The only way that v.26 can be considered true is if he told everyone he meet 

Ezekiel 3:18 – “When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die 
in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand” 

I believe Paul did exactly that – vs. 18-21 
Paul’s ‘Attitude about’ Ministry
B. Paul’s ‘Approach to’ Ministry – vs. 20, 27 
1.  It was Complete – v.20a 
“And how I kept back nothing…” 

He made maximum use of the Scriptures 

V.27 – “For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God”
“the counsel of God” is the Word of God 

Psalm 33:11 – “The counsel of the LORD standeth for ever, the thoughts of His heart to all generations” 

Proverbs 19:21 – “There are many devices in a man's heart; nevertheless the counsel of the LORD, that shall stand” 
Paul tells Timothy in II Timothy 3:10 – 

“But thou hast fully known my doctrine, manner of life, purpose, faith, longsuffering, charity, patience,” 

Luke 7:30 – “But the Pharisees and lawyers rejected the counsel of God against themselves, being not baptized of him” 
2. It was Constructive – v.20b
“And how I kept back nothing that was profitable unto you,…”
Paul only sought what was best for his hearers 

All Scriptures are “profitable” 
II Timothy 3:16, 17 – “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:” 
”That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works” 

3. It was Concrete – v.20c
“…but have shewed you, and have taught you…”

It was not his theory – Paul taught the Word of God 

Paul followed a practical – two-fold approach in training 

a.  v.27 – “For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God”

b.  v.35 – “I have shewed you all things, how that so labouring…”
This is a clear illustration of mentoring / discipleship 
We are to reproduce ourselves 
4. It was Comprehensive –end of  v.20d

“…but have shewed you, and have taught you publickly, and from house to house,”  
a. Publicly 

This is not just talking about weekly meetings in the church house 

But also about taking the Gospel out into the Public 

Luke 14:23 – “And the lord said unto the servant, Go out into the highways and hedges, and compel them to come in, that my house may be filled” 

Through different styles of evangelism 
Door to Door (cold calling) or follow-up on visitors that have come in 
b. Personally 
Discipleship – one on one with someone you are personally helping to grow in the Lord 

Shoe Leather Evangelism is …  
Acts 8:4 –“Therefore they that were scattered abroad went every where preaching the Word” 

God’s primary plan for reaching folks with the Gospel 

Paul’s ‘Attitude about’ Ministry
Paul’s ‘Approach to’ Ministry
C. Paul’s ‘Appeal through’ the Ministry – v.21 
“Testifying both to the Jews, and also to the Greeks, repentance toward God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ”

Paul reminds these preachers about how to preach and present the Gospel 

There are 2 Vital Elements presented here Regarding the Sinner’s Response to the Gospel 
1.  “Repentance toward God” 

Repentance means “a change of mind that leads to change of action” 
Repentance is both an Attitude and an Act 
The subject of repentance has been called the “Great Omission” in modern evangelism 

Repentance with regards to salvation means: 

( A change of Mind concerning God  - He is Holy! 

( A change of Mind concerning Sin – it is exceedingly evil! 

Romans 7:13 – “…But sin, that it might appear sin, working death in me by that which is good; that sin by the commandment might become exceeding sinful” 

( A change of Mind concerning Self – abhorrence 

Job 42:6 – “Wherefore I abhor myself, and repent in dust and ashes”

( A change of Action concerning the Offence – godly sorrow 

II Corinthians 7:10 – “For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death”  

( A change of Action regarding Sin – “repentance from dead works”

Hebrews 6:1 – “Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God,” 

( A change of Action regarding Self – an abandonment of self-reliance and / or self works 

Titus 3:5 – “Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;” 

( A change of Action regarding God – a turning to God 

Acts 26:20 – “But shewed …that they should repent and turn to God, and do works meet for repentance” 

I Thessalonians 1:9 – “For they themselves shew of us what manner of entering in we had unto you, and how ye turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God;” 

This is evidenced by our works  
Repentance is essential to salvation 

Luke 13:1-5 

II Peter 3:9 – “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance” 

Acts 17:30 – “And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all men every where to repent:” 

Repentance was evidenced in Ephesus 
Acts 19:19 – “Many of them also which used curious arts brought their books together, and burned them before all men: and they counted the price of them, and found it fifty thousand pieces of silver” 

2.  “Faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ”
Faith is believing God’s Word and responding to it 
(there will always be a response to God’s Word) 

Faith is the “other side of the same coin” on which Repentance is found 
Mark 1:15 – “And saying, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand: repent ye, and believe the gospel” 

Repentance is the turning away – Faith is the turning to 

Proverbs 6:23 – “For the Commandment is a lamp; and the Law is light; and reproofs of instruction are the way of life:” 

John 14:6 – “Jesus saith unto him, I am The Way, The Truth, and The Life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me” 

One cannot be saved without a 180° turn-around 

Why?
Proverbs 16:25 – “There is a  way that seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death” 

Matthew 7:13 – “Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat:” 
Faith is essential to salvation 

Hebrews 11:6 – “But without faith it is impossible to please Him: for he that cometh to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him” 

Romans 4:5 – “But to him that worketh not, but believeth on Him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness” 

Paul’s ‘Attitude about’ Ministry
Paul’s ‘Approach to’ Ministry
 Paul’s ‘Appeal through’ the Ministry
D. Paul’s ‘Acceptance of’ the Ministry – vs. 22-25
The call of God upon a man’s Life is lifelong and apprehending 
There is no “out” – there is no “retirement”

Paul was fully resigned to the Lord’s will for his life  

1. He was Duty Bound – vs.22, 23 

“And now, behold, I go bound in the spirit…” 

This wasn’t a literal binding 
Something far stronger than shackles held Paul  

He was a servant – literally a bond –slave  

Romans 1:1 – “Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God,” 

Paul was willing to go despite the impending danger 
v. 22b –“…not knowing the things that shall befall me there:”
v. 23 –“Save that the Holy Ghost witnesseth in every city, saying that bonds and afflictions abide me”
2. He was Steadfast –v.24a 

“But none of these things move me…” 
I Corinthians 15:58 – “Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord”

3. He was Selfless – v.24b 
“…neither count I my life dear unto myself,…”

We must be a people who have given their Lives to Christ 

I Corinthians 6:19b, 20 – “…ye are not your own?” 
”For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's” 
Matthew 10:39 – “He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for My sake shall find it” 

4. He was Visionary – v.24c 

“…so that I might finish my course with joy,…”

Paul saw his life as a race to be run 
I Corinthians 9:24-27 

Philippians 3:10-14 

Hebrews 12:1, 2 

5. He was Thankful – v.24d 

“…and the ministry, which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of God”

He considered his ministry to be a gift from God 

I Timothy 1:12 – “And I thank Christ Jesus our Lord, who hath enabled me, for that He counted me faithful, putting me into the ministry;” 

E. Paul’s Charge to the Ephesian Pastors – vs. 25-32
       (There are many applications here for all believers) 
Final words are always important 

Here – the Apostle leaves the pastors with Three - 3’s 

A Three-Fold Admonition of Warning, Reminder, and Remedy 
1.  A Three-Fold Warning 
a. The Danger of Personal Error –v.28
“Take heed therefore unto yourselves ...”

We must always be considering our walk with the Lord 

Galatians 6:1 –“Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted” 

II John 8 –“Look to yourselves, that we lose not those things which we have wrought, but that we receive a full reward” 

I Corinthians 10:12 –“Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall” 
I Corinthians 11:28 –“But let a man examine himself …”

II Corinthians 13:5 – “Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?” 

b. The Danger of External Error –v.29
“For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in among you, not sparing the flock”

We are to be on guard for the wolves, apostates, and cultist that pervade Christendom 

Matthew 7:15 –“Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves”

Ephesians 4:11-14; II Peter 2:1-3; II Timothy 3:5-7 

c. The Danger of Internal Error –v.30 
“Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after them”

I Timothy 1:19, 20 –“Holding faith, and a good conscience; which some having put away 
concerning faith have made shipwreck:” 
”Of whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; whom I have delivered unto Satan, that they may learn not to blaspheme” 

I John 2:18, 19 –“Little children, it is the last time: and as ye have heard that antichrist shall come, even now are there many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time” 
”They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would no doubt have continued with us: but they went out, that 
they might be made manifest that they were not all of us” 

III John 9-11

We need to be careful what we pass around 

Not everyone may have the same discernment 

A Three-Fold Warning
2. A Three-Fold Reminder

a. A pastor is God’s Appointee – v.28
“…over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers,”

While a church may “vote” to call a man as a pastor 

It should be the recognition of the Holy Spirit’s designation - Acts 13
Pastors are Christ’s gifts to His Churches 
Ephesians 4:8, 11 

If we are to follow the scriptural pattern then it is God Who sets a man in the pastorate 

Acts 1:23, 24 –“And they appointed two, Joseph called Barsabas, who was surnamed Justus, and Matthias” 
”And they prayed, and said, Thou, Lord, which knowest the hearts of all men, shew whether of these two thou hast chosen,” 
b. Pastors have a God-given Responsibility – v.28
“…made overseers, to feed the church of God,…”
A Pastor’s Duty is three-fold: 

( To Heed – the function of a bishop (overseer)
( To Feed – the function of a shepherd (pastor) 
( To Lead – the function of an elder 
These duties are taught in: 

Ephesians 4:11-16; I Peter 5:2, 3; and Hebrews 13:7, 17 

c. Every NT church is God’s Property – v.28
“…which He hath purchased with His own blood”

 It is not the pastor’s church
Christ is the: 

( BISHOP of  the bishop  

I Peter 2:25 –“For ye were as sheep going astray; but are now returned unto the Shepherd and Bishop of your souls” 

( CHIEF SHEPHERD leading the shepherds 

I Peter 5:4 –“And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown of glory that fadeth not away” 

( RULER of the rulers 

Hebrews 13:17 –“Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you” 

Each NT Baptist church is the Purchased Possession of the Lord 

Ephesians 5:25b –“…even as Christ also loved the church, and gave Himself for it;”

“which He hath purchased with His own blood”

A Three-Fold Warning, Reminder
3. A Three-Fold Remedy (a way of making something right) 
a. Watch – v.31 
“Therefore watch,…”
Luke 2:8 –“And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flock by night” 

A shepherd’s job is to Watch for danger 

II Timothy 4:5 –“But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry” 
Ephesians 5:15 –“See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,” 

b. Warn – v.31 
“…and remember, … I ceased not to warn every one”

To some – a Warning Ministry may seem so negative 

But – in reality it’s very necessary 
I Thessalonians 5:14 –“Now we exhort you, brethren, warn them that are unruly, comfort the feebleminded, support the weak, be patient toward all men” 

Colossians 1:28 –“Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus:” 

Most of the Bible is negative (and the reason is) 
Because man has a positive bent toward evil 
c.  Fortify –v.32 
“And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the Word of His grace, which is able to build you up…”
Strong Bible Teaching builds strong Christians

Especially when it is accompanied by the right exercise – Service! 

Jude 20 –“But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost,” 

Luke 4:4 –“And Jesus answered him, saying, It is written, That man shall not live by bread alone, but by every Word of God” 

John 17:17 –“Sanctify them through thy Truth: thy Word is Truth” 

I Peter 2:2 –“As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the Word, that ye may grow thereby:” 

Hebrews 5:12 –“For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.”

Psalm 119:103 –“How sweet are thy Words unto my taste! yea, sweeter than honey to my mouth!” 

F. Paul’s Personal Integrity – vs. 33-35 
1. The Ministry is not for Making Money –v.33 
“I have coveted no man's silver, or gold, or apparel”

a. There should be no charge for the Gospel
Matthew 10:8 –“Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give” 

Those who have been blessed (saved) through the Gospel …

Should subsequently support those that labor in the Word 

Luke 10:7 –“And in the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give: for the labourer is worthy of his hire. Go not from house to house” 

I Corinthians 9:14 –“Even so hath the Lord ordained that they which preach the gospel should live of the gospel” 

Galatians 6:6 –“Let him that is taught in the word communicate unto him that teacheth in all good things” 

I Timothy 5:17, 18 –“Let the elders that rule well be counted worthy of double honour, especially they who labour in the word and doctrine” 
”For the scripture saith, Thou shalt not muzzle the ox that treadeth out the corn. And, The labourer is worthy of his reward” 

b.  Preachers should not be ‘money-conscious’ 

I Timothy 3:3 –“Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous;” 

Even though preachers need money to live and labor – money is not the objective 
2. The Ministry may be Supported by Personal Labor 
v.34 –“Yea, ye yourselves know, that these hands have ministered unto my necessities, and to them that were with me”
It is desirable that a man be taken care of financially to enable him to devote all his time and energy into the ministry 

But there is no shame in a preacher taking secular employment 

Acts 18:3; I Corinthians 9:11-13; II Corinthians 5:9; Philippians 4:10-19 
As a general rule – church members should do all in their power to see that God’s preachers (pastors and evangelist) are fully cared for 

Notice: Paul took responsibility for the needs of his team 
3. The Ministry ought to Exemplify Giving – v.35
“I have shewed you all things, how that so labouring ye ought to support the weak, and to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how He said, ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive’”
There is a blessedness in giving to the Lord’s work 

Proportionally – preachers should be the biggest givers in the church 

II Corinthians 9:7 –“Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver” 
III. PAUL’S DEPARTURE FROM MILETUS – vs. 33-38
This is one of the most touching scenes in the Book of Acts 

It reveals the deep bond that is developed between a mentor / discipler and those he disciples / trained  

There is always the next generation 

II Timothy 2:2 –“And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the same commit thou to faithful men, who shall be able to teach others also” 

This text also helps define What True Christian Fellowship is all about 

Christian Fellowship: 
A. Involves Prayer – v. 36
“And when he had thus spoken, he kneeled down, and prayed with them all”

Fellowship is not just talking about the ordinary 

It is two (or more) Fellows in the same ship 

Fellows = belonging to the same group, the same interests 

Ship = a vessel that travels in one direction 

Fellowship is a group of people that are going the same way
Christian Fellowship is centered around the –  
Word of God; Son of God; and Communication w/God 
I John 1:3, 6, 7 –“That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ.” 

“If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth:” 

“But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.” 
Praying together is the sweetest form of Fellowship 

For it connects all three! 
B. Invokes Feelings – v.37 
“And they all wept sore, and fell on Paul's neck, and kissed him,”

There is a lot of emotion in the ministry 

There is a holy camaraderie that can only be fully appreciated by those who have labored, prayed, and stood shoulder-to-shoulder in the battle! 

C. Invites Longings for Home – v.38 
“Sorrowing most of all for the words which he spake, that they should see his face no more. And they accompanied him unto the ship”
So often ministry brings about separation 

But one day it will be worth it all
