INTRODUCTION: 

It is important to recognize that some things which occurred on the day of Pentecost were: 

( Singular (that is they happened only once) 

( Transitory (not permanent or lasting, but existing only for a short time) 

( Repeatable (would happen over and over)

I. THE “ONCE ONLY” EVENTS OF PENTECOST 

There are three things to note: 

A. God the Son Baptized with the Holy Spirit 

When the second Person of the Trinity, The Lord Jesus Christ, returned to Heaven and took His seat – 
Hebrews 1:3 – “Who being the brightness of His glory, and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by                                                                                                                                  

the word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, (He) sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;” 

The third Person, the Holy Spirit then vacated His seat and came down to earth. 

When He came on that day of Pentecost, every believer in that first church was submerged into His glorious Person. 
This baptism was not of individuals per se, but collectively. 

The Holy Spirit came and gathered into the folds of His glorious Person the assembled, blood-bought believers. 

And this He did Once-for-all! 

The Holy Spirit became the righteous Representative of the Godhead on the earth, in place of the Son. 

This could not have happened until the Son was glorified – 

John 7:39 – “(But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should receive: for the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.)” 

John 16:7 – “Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.”

B. God the Father Authenticated the Church Christ Established 

There are four temples mentioned in the Word of God

(In addition to the physical body of the Lord Jesus Christ and the physical body of the believer – to which this illustration equally applies) 

A temple is a place where the God of Heaven puts His presence on earth in a special way. 

Each of these temples were first constructed according to a divine plan and then authenticated by God when He filled them with His glory. 

These temples are: 

1. The Wilderness Tabernacle – 

Exodus 40:34 - ( (read all of chapter) 

2. Solomon’s Temple - 

II Chronicles 7:1 - (
3. The New Testament Church – 

Acts 2:2, 3 

4. The Millennial Temple – 

Ezekiel 43:4 - (
Each New Testament church is called a temple or a house of God – (Keep in mind the church is baptized believers) 
I Corinthians 3:16 – “Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?” 

Ephesians 2:20-22 – “And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief corner stone;” 
21 “In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord:” 
22 “In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.” 

I Timothy 3:15 – “But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth.” 

I Peter 2:5 – “Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.” 

It is the place where God meets with His people for this age

Unlike the other [physical] temples, a church is a spiritual house (I Peter 2:5( ) – individual members are called “lively stones”, that is living stones. 

The Lord Jesus Christ built His church during His earthly ministry – the coming of the Comforter in such a visible way signified God’s approval. 

When we grasp the significance of this truth, we will NOT need Hebrews 10:25 as an incentive for faithful church attendance – 

“Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.”

C. The Spirit of God Assumed the Administration of the Lord’s Churches 

This is one reason it was expedient for the Lord Jesus Christ to return to Heaven. 

While He was on the earth, the Lord was limited by time and space, being clothed in human flesh. 

He could only oversee one church.

But now, through the Holy Spirit, He is Head over all His churches everywhere – 

Acts 13:2 – “As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them.” 

Here the Holy Spirit directs the church at Antioch. 

We see also His work of administration in other places – 

Acts 8:29 – “Then the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot.” 

Acts 9:31 – “Then had the churches rest throughout all Judaea and Galilee and Samaria, and were edified; and walking in the fear of the Lord, and in the comfort of the Holy Ghost, were multiplied.” 

Acts 16:6, 7 – “Now when they had gone throughout Phrygia and the region of Galatia, and were forbidden of the Holy Ghost to preach the word in Asia,” 

“After they were come to Mysia, they assayed to go into Bithynia: but the Spirit suffered them not.” 

Acts 20:28 – “Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.”

II. THE “TRANSITORY” EVENTS OF PENTECOST 

This was the miraculous enabling of the apostles with what is known as the “Sign Gifts”. 

One of those “Sign Gifts” was the ability to preach in many foreign languages. 

The gift of tongues is one of the temporary “Sign Gifts” we will study in a later message.
III. THE “REPEATABLE” EVENTS OF PENTECOST 

A. Believers were “Filled” with the Holy Spirit 

That this was ongoing is seen from – 

Acts 4:8, 31 – “Then Peter, filled with the Holy Ghost, said unto them, Ye rulers of the people, and elders of Israel,” 
“And when they had prayed, the place was shaken where they were assembled together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spake the Word of God with boldness.” 

Acts 9:17 – “And Ananias went his way, and entered into the house; and putting his hands on him said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the way as thou camest, hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost.” 

Acts 13:9, 52 – “Then Saul, (who also is called Paul,) filled with the Holy Ghost, set his eyes on him,” 
“And the disciples were filled with joy, and with the Holy Ghost.” 

It is commanded by God of all Christians – 

Ephesians 5:18 – “And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit;” 

This verse explains what being “Filled” with the Spirit means 
Just as being drunk with wine will affect our walk and our talk, so being under the influence (control) of the Spirit will affect – 

Our Walk – 

Ephesians 5:2, 8, 15 – 

“And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.” 

“For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light:”

“See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,” 

Our Talk – 

Ephesians 5:4, 19, 20 – 

“Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.”

“Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;” 


20 “Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ;” 

Believers were “Filled” with the Holy Spirit 

B. The Church was “Empowered” to Witness Boldly

Acts 1:8 – “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.” 

The power of God is a necessary (and often missing) ingredient in scriptural evangelism. 

Three things are essential to fulfilling the Great Commission: 

( Holy Ghost power 

( A Place – The New Testament Church 

( A Plan – God’s work done God’s way 

C. Souls were Saved, Baptized, and added to the Church 

Acts 2:41 – “Then they that gladly received His word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls.” 

This is simply the Commission of the Master being fulfilled on a daily basis!

IV. THE HOLY SPIRITS ARRIVAL “MANIFESTED”
How would we know when the Holy Spirit arrived, seeing He is a spirit? 

When Nicodemus came to Jesus by night, one of the things that our Lord made clear was the way the Holy Spirit works.
John 3:8 – “The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.” 

The coming of Christ into the world the first time was heralded by host of angels and a star – 

Luke 2:9-14 and Matthew 2:2, 9-10 
The coming of the Holy Spirit was accompanied with the sound from Heaven (like wind) 
Acts 2:2 – “And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.” 
The Wind signifies POWER
Luke 4:14 – “And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee:” 

Romans 15:19- “Through mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God;”
I Corinthians 2:4 – “And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power:” 

I Thessalonians 1:5 – “For our gospel came not unto you in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy Ghost, and in much assurance;” 

And the appearance of cloven tongues (like fire) 

Acts 2:3 – “And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.” 

The Fire signifies JUDGMENT
John 16:8 – “And when He( that is the Holy Spirit ) is come, He will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:” 

There is a teaching today that the “Fire” constitutes a “Fire Baptism” 

Fire Baptism as found in the Bible is not a good experience as some would have you to believe but rather one of Judgment –

Matthew 3:11 – (
Luke 3:16 - (
This is a literal immersion in the Lake of Fire – 

Revelation 20:15 – “And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.” 

It is kind of ironic that the various “Holiness groups teach their adherents to seek “Fire Baptism” in order to eradicate the sin nature!
